The program guideline and initial application forms are published on the website of the Embassy of Japan in Ljubljana. Slovenian universities and the Ministry of Higher Education are also informed about the scholarship.


Jun 01 (Mon)       
The deadline for submitting the initial application form and all required supplementary documents to the Embassy of Japan (health certificate is to be submitted only after the interview).
By Jun 05 (Fri)
The place and time of the written test will be confirmed for each individual candidate.
Jun 18 (Wed) 
The written test (in English and in Japanese) will be held at the Embassy of Japan from        10:00 to 17:00, at maximum. The length of the test will depend on the program of study applied for. (This is subject to change)
Jun 12 (Fri)
Applicants will be called for an interview on the basis of the written test.  Successful candidates will be informed of the time and place of the interview. 



Jun 19 (Fri)
Candidates will be interviewed by a Committee composed of members from the Embassy’s staff and other organizations. Interviews will begin at 10:00 and will take place at the Embassy of Japan.
By Jun 26 (Fri)
The selected applicant and the alternate applicant will be informed that they have been selected. They will each be sent additional forms to fill out, (health certificate, letter of acceptance, etc…)
July 10 (Fri)            
The deadline for candidates to submit the additional application forms, health certification and all other required documentation to the Embassy of Japan.
 August
           The Embassy must submit all application documents of the first and alternate candidate 

  to Japan.
By the end of Nov       A final selection is made by the Japanese government.
December
MEXT(Monbukagakusho) in Japan notifies the Embassy of Japan in Ljubljana of its decision in the final selection of candidates. The Embassy will notify the candidates of Japan's decision. 
April 2010         
The selected student is to leave for Japan and commence the scholarship.
